Today we celebrate Ascension Sunday.  The
Solemnity of the Ascension was tradition-
ally celebrated on Thursday, but in many
dioceses in this country, including our own,
Ascension has been moved to a Sunday so
more people would be able to attend this
important celebration of the Easter Season.
On this day it was once customary to
extinguish the Paschal Candle after the
Gospel as a signal that Jesus had left the
earth.  Now we continue to keep the Pas-
chal Candle lit in the sanctuary until the
end of Pentecost.

Next week we end the Easter Season with
the Solemnity of Pentecost as we celebrate
the coming of the Holy Spirit upon the
disciples. As we did during the Octave of
Easter, the Eucharist ends today with the
double alleluia, which functions as a festive
bookend to this most Holy
Season of our liturgical
year.
